WHAT WE WILL FUND 
Soroptimist International of South Lake Tahoe is currently looking to fund new, creative and innovative projects that serve clearly identified needs of the South Shore community.  Special consideration will be given to projects that reach underserved populations, to creative projects that have potential for a lasting impact and which benefit a large number of women and/or children. 

WHAT WE WILL NOT FUND Soroptimist International of South Lake Tahoe does not fund, through its Community Service Grants program: 
· Organizations located outside of the South Shore community unless they are working to improve the lives of the same. 

· Scholarships, tuitions, salaries

· Funding will be finalized in February 2012.  Applicants will be notified via email of the results.  

·  Monies will be presented April 18, 2012 at a Soroptimist Awards Luncheon.  A representative from each organization must be present at the awards luncheon to receive the grant.
